1.    In these Articles unless the subject or context otherwise requires the following expressions shall have the meanings set opposite to them:­means the Companies Acts

RESTRICTIONS ON THE SOCIETY





 





2.1  In order to comply with the conditions of the licence granted by the Attorney General in terms of section 18(1) of the Companies Act 1931:-





 





(a) the activities of the Society shall be restricted to:­





 





(i) the promotion and encouragement of amateur astronomy;





 





(ii) the provision and encouragement of activities related to the control of light pollution;





 





(iii) the provision of mutual help amongst members with problems relating to astronomy;





 





(iv) the promotion and organisation of events for the interest and enjoyment of members;





 





(it) the acquisition of land and the provision and maintenance of observatories and ancillary buildings for the use of members; and





 





(vi) all or any additional activities as may be necessary in the opinion of the Committee for the attainment of all or any of the foregoing purposes; and





 





(b) no addition, alteration or amendment shall be made to or in the Memorandum or Articles of Association of the Society for the time being in force unless the same have previously been submitted to and approved by the Attorney General.





 





2.2  The income and property of the Society, howsoever derived, shall be applied solely for the purposes of the Society, and no portion thereof shall be paid or transferred directly or indirectly, by way of dividend, bonus or otherwise howsoever, to the persons who at any time are or have been members of the Society or to any of them, or to any person claiming through any of them.





 





Provided that nothing herein shall prevent the payment, in good faith, of remuneration to any officers or servants of the Society, or to any member of the Society, or other person, in return for any services actually rendered to

2.3  The Society is a private Company for the purposes of Section 26(1) of the Companies Act 1931 and, as such, no invitation may be made to the public to subscribe for any shares or debentures of the Company.





 





MEMBERSHIP





 





3.1  The subscribers shall be the first members of the Society.





 





3.2  All existing members of the Isle of Man Astronomical Society at the date of adoption of these Articles shall have an automatic right to membership of the Society, and, unless any member gives notice to the contrary the names of all existing members shall be entered forthwith in the Register of Members.





 





3.3  Any person may apply to become a member of the Society by completing a written application and leaving it at the office together with the relevant entrance fee (if any)





 





3.4  The Committee may, in their absolute discretion refuse to admit any applicant to membership of the Society without giving a reason and to return forthwith any entrance fee remitted by such applicant.





 





4.   Any member of the Society who has rendered distinguished service to the Society, may be appointed an honorary life member of the Society and Article 11 shall not thereafter apply to him.





 





5.   The rights and privileges of every member of the Society shall be personal to him or her self, and be neither transferable nor transmissible by act of the member or operation of law.





 





6.   Any member may resign his or her membership at any time and require his or her name to be removed from the Register of Members and on its removal he or she shall cease to be a member forthwith and his or her name shall not be included in the Register of Members thereafter without his or her express consent in writing.





 





7    A member who commits a breach of any of the Articles of Association of the Society or behaves in a manner which, in the opinion of the Committee, is likely to bring the Society into disrepute may be excluded from membership by a resolution passed by a three-fourths majority of those present and voting at a meeting of the Committee convened with notice of intention to propose such a resolution. Such member shall be served with not less than fourteen days’ notice of the meeting and shall have the right to make oral or written representations to the Committee.





 





8.   A member shall, ipso facto, cease to be a member of the Society without further notice if payment of any annual subscription due from him is twelve months in arrears.


9.   Any member ceasing by death, resignation, or exclusion to be a member of the Society, shall not, nor shall his representatives, have any interest in the Society.





 





SUBSCRIPTIONS





 





10.  The amount of any annual subscription payable or to be payable by members shall be proposed by the Committee and sanctioned by a special resolution of the Society.





 





11.  Any annual subscription which may be payable shall be due on the first day of September in each year provided that a member admitted after the first day of March in any year shall be required to pay only one half of the subscription which may be applicable for that year.





 





12.  The Committee shall be empowered in its discretion to waive the annual subscription of any member of the Society.





 





GENERAL MEETINGS





 





13.  The Society shall hold in each year a general meeting as its Annual General Meeting in addition to any other meetings in that year and shall specify the meeting as such in the notices calling it. The Annual General Meeting shall be held as soon as practicable after the financial year end and in any event not later than 31 December nor shall more than fifteen months elapse between the date of one Annual General Meeting and the next succeeding Annual General Meeting.





 





14.  The Committee may, when it thinks fit, convene an Extraordinary General Meeting, and Extraordinary General Meetings shall also be convened on such requisitions, or, in default may be convened by such requisitionists, as provided by 5113, Companies Act 1931.





 





NOTICE OF GENERAL MEETINGS





 





15.1 An Annual General Meeting and a meeting called for the passing of a special resolution shall be called by twenty-one days’ notice in writing at the least.





 





15.2     Ordinary meetings of the Society shall be held on the first Thursday of each month at the regular meeting place unless otherwise decided by the Committee, in which case fourteen days’ notice at the least shall be given. The regular meeting place for each year shall be decided upon by the Committee and the members will be informed of the same at the Annual General meeting in each year.





 





15.3 The notice shall specify the place, the day and the hour of the meeting and, in case of special business, the general nature of that business shall be given, in manner hereinafter mentioned or in such other manner, if any, as may be prescribed by the Society in general meeting, to such persons as are, under the Articles of Association of


the Society, entitled to receive such notices from the Society; provided that a meeting of the Society shall, notwithstanding that it is called by shorter notice than that specified in this Article, be deemed to have been duly called if it is so agreed by all the members entitled to attend and vote thereat.





 





 





16.  The accidental omission to give notice of a meeting to, or the non-receipt of notice of a meeting by, any person entitled to receive notice shall not invalidate the proceedings at that meeting.





 





PROCEEDINGS AT GENERAL MEETINGS





 





17.1 At the Annual General Meeting of the Society the place of the retiring members of the Committee shall be filled unless the meeting shall resolve that any place or places shall not be filled but subject to the requirement of the minimum number of members of the Committee contained in Article 34.





 





17.2 The auditors of the Society for the following year shall also be appointed and the Committee shall present a report and submit the accounts made up to the preceding year end.





 





17.3 The Chairman of the Society for the time being shall be the Chairman of all general meetings of the Society and of all meetings of the Committee except that, by custom, the retiring Chairman shall preside at the Annual General Meeting immediately following his retirement. In the absence of the Chairman, the Vice-Chairman or, failing him, a member of the Committee elected by Committee members present shall be the Chairman.





 





18.  All business shall be deemed special that is transacted at an Extraordinary General Meeting, and all that is transacted at an Annual General Meeting shall also be deemed special, with the exception of the consideration of the income and expenditure account and balance sheet, and the reports of the Committee and of the Auditors, the election of members of the Committee in the place of those retiring, and the appointment of, and the fixing of the remuneration of, the Auditors.





 





19.  No business shall be transacted at any general meeting unless a quorum of members is present at the time when the meeting proceeds to business; save as herein otherwise proved, seven members present in person shall be a quorum.





 





20.  If within half an hour from the time appointed for the meeting a quorum is not present, the meeting, if convened upon the requisition of members, shall be dissolved; in any other case it shall stand adjourned to the same day in the next week, at the same time and place, or to such other day and such other time and place as the Committee may determine, and if at the adjourned meeting a quorum is not present within half an hour from the time appointed for the


meeting, the members present shall be a quorum.





 





21.  The Chairman may, with the consent of any meeting at which a quorum is present (and shall if so directed by the meeting) adjourn the meeting from time to time and from place to place, but no business shall be transacted at any adjourned meeting other than the business left unfinished at the meeting from which the adjournment took place. When a meeting is adjourned for thirty days or more, notice of the adjourned meeting shall be given as in the case of an original meeting. Save as aforesaid, it shall not be necessary to give any notice of an adjournment or of the business to be transacted at an adjourned meeting.





 





22.  At any general meeting a resolution put to the vote of the meeting shall be decided on a show of hands unless a poll is (before or on the declaration of the result of the show of hands) demanded: -

(b) by at least three members present in person or by proxy; or





 





(c) by a member or members so present and representing not less than one tenth of the total voting rights of all the members having the right to vote at the meeting.





 





Unless a poll be so demanded a declaration by the Chairman that a resolution has on a show of hands been carried or carried unanimously or by a particular majority, or lost and an entry to that effect in the book containing the minutes of proceedings of the Society shall be conclusive evidence of the fact without proof of the number or proportion of the votes recorded in favour of or against such resolution.





 





23.     Except as otherwise provided in these Articles, if a poll is duly demanded it shall be taken in such manner as the Chairman directs, and the result of the poll shall be deemed to be the resolution of the meeting at which the poll was demanded.





 





24.  In the case of an equality of votes, whether on a show of hands or on a poi1, the Chairman of the meeting at which the show of hands takes place or at which the poll is demanded, shall be entitled to a second or casting vote.





 





25.  A poll for the election of a Chairman, or on a question of adjournment, shall be taken forthwith. A poll demanded on any other question shall be taken at such time as the Chairman of the meeting directs, and any business other than that upon which a poi1 has been demanded may be proceeded with pending the taking of the poll.





 





26.  The demand for a poll may be withdrawn.


VOTES OF MEMBERS





 





27.  On a show of hands every member who is present in person shall have one vote. On a poll each member shall have one vote and such vote may be given either in person or by proxy.





 





28.  If any subscription or other fee is presently payable by a member to the Society a member shall not be entitled to vote at any general meeting unless such subscription or fee has been paid.





 





29.     Every member shall have the right to appoint a proxy provided such proxy is a member of the Society.





 





30.  The instrument appointing a proxy shall be in writing under the hand of the appointor or of his attorney duly authorised in writing.





 





31.  The instrument appointing a proxy and the power of attorney or other authority, if any, under which it is signed or a notarially certified copy of that power or authority shall be deposited with the Secretary of the Society or at such other place within the Isle of Man as is specified for that purpose in the notice convening the meeting, not less than forty-eight hours before the time for holding the meeting or adjourned meeting at which the person named in the instrument proposes to vote, or, in the case of a poll to be taken at an adjourned meeting in terms of Article 25, not less than twenty-four hours before the time appointed for the taking of the poll, and in default the instrument for proxy shall not be valid.





 





32.  An instrument appointing a proxy shall be in the usual form or in such other form as the Committee may accept and shall be deemed to confer authority to demand or join in demanding a poll. Such instrument need not be witnessed and shall, unless the contrary is stated thereon, be valid as well for any adjournment of the meeting as for the meeting to which it relates.





 





33.  A vote given in accordance with the terms of an instrument of proxy shall be valid notwithstanding the previous death or insanity of the principal or revocation of the proxy of the authority under which the proxy was executed, provided that no intimation in writing of such death, insanity or revocation as aforesaid shall have been received by the Society at its registered office before the commencement of the meeting or adjourned meeting at which the proxy is used.





 





MANAGEMENT OF THE SOCIETY





 





34.1 The Society shall be managed by a Committee consisting of a Chairman, Vice Chairman and not less than five or more than eight members elected by the members together with such ex officio and additional members as are elected or co-opted in terms of the Articles;


34.2 No person who is not a member of the Society shall be eligible for membership or alternate membership of the Committee.





 





34.3 The Committee may co-opt not more than two additional members to hold office until the next Annual General Meeting.





 





34.4 The Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer and such other officers as the members deem appropriate shall be elected by the members at the Annual General Meeting.





 





35.1 All officers of the Society elected at the Annual General Meeting shall be ex-officio members of the Committee.





 





35.2 The Chairman of the Committee shall also be Chairman of the Society.





 





36.  All elected offices of the Society shall be eligible for re-election.





 





37.  The business of the Society shall be managed by the Committee, who may exercise all such powers of the Society as are not by the Acts or by these Articles required to be exercised by the members in general meeting. The powers given by this Article shall not be limited or restricted by any special authority or power given to the Committee by any other Article.





 





38.     Without prejudice to the generality of the powers conferred by these Articles the Committee may:­





 





(a) determine





 





(i) whether or not any entrance fee shall be payable by applicants on being admitted to membership of the Society;





 





(ii) whether or not any annual subscription shall be payable by members; and





 





(iii)the amount of any such fee or annual subscription;





 





provided always that no determination of the Committee to introduce an entrance fee or annual subscription or to increase the amount of any such entrance fee or annual subscription shall be effective unless and until approved by Special Resolution of the Society;





 





(b) enter into and conclude negotiations in relation to the purchase, lease or acquisition of any property or premises by the Society;





 





(c) purchase or otherwise acquire on behalf of the Society any books, periodicals and documents;





 





(d) appoint, and from time to time remove, an Administrative Secretary and any other staff who are


in the opinion of the Committee necessary to carry out the functions of the Society and fix the remuneration to be paid to them;





 





(e) co-opt advisers to the Society who may be invited to attend but not to vote at any meeting of the Committee;





 





(f) nominate members of the Committee or of the Society to serve on sub-committees constituted wholly of such members or partly of such members and partly of others appointed by the Committee; and





 





(g) enter into such contracts and do all such acts and things as may be thought expedient for the purposes of the Society.





 





39.  The Committee shall have control over the funds of the Society.





 





40.  All cheques, promissory notes, drafts, bills of exchange and other negotiable instruments, and all receipts for monies paid to the Society shall be signed, drawn, accepted, endorsed or otherwise executed, as the case may be, in such manner as the Committee shall from time to time by resolution determine.





 





41.  The Committee shall cause proper minutes to be made of the proceedings of all meetings of the Society and of the Committee and of all business transacted at such meetings, and any such minutes of any meeting, if purporting to be signed by the Chairman of such meeting, or by the Chairman of the next succeeding meeting, shall be sufficient evidence without any further proof of the facts therein stated.





 





BORROWING POWERS





 





42   The Committee may exercise all the powers of the Society to borrow money, and to mortgage or charge its undertaking and property or any part thereof, and to issue debentures, debenture stock and other securities whether outright or as security for any debt, liability or obligation of the Society.





 





DISQUALIFICATION OF MEMBERS OF THE COMMITTEE





 





43.  The office of a member of the Committee shall be vacated:­





 





(a)  If he becomes bankrupt;





 





(b)  If he is, or may be suffering from mental disorder and





 





either:­





(i)  he is admitted to hospital in pursuance of an application for admission for treatment under the Mental Health Act





1974;


(ii) an order is made by a court having jurisdiction (whether in the Isle of Man or elsewhere) in matters concerning mental disorder f or his detention or for the appointment of a receiver, curator bonis or other person to exercise powers with respect to his property or affairs;





 





(c)  If he ceases to be a member of the Society; or





 





(d)  If by notice in writing to the Society he resigns his office.





 





If any member of the Committee shall tail to attend four consecutive meetings of the Committee without leave of absence from the Committee, such member shall be deemed, if the Committee so resolves, to have resigned from the Committee but in such event the Committee may, if thought fit, recommend his re-appointment at the ensuing annual general meeting provided that he is duly nominated.





 





ROTATION OF ELECTED MEMBERS OF CO)Q~ITTEE





 





44.  At the annual general meeting in every year one half of the elected numbers of the Committee for the time being or, if their number is not a multiple of two, then the number nearest below one half, shall retire from office. The members of the Committee to retire in any year shall be those who have been longest in office but as between persons who became members of the Committee on the same day those to retire shall (unless they otherwise agree amongst themselves) be determined by lot. A year in this Article shall mean the interval between one annual general meeting and the next following annual general meeting.





 





45.     Nominations shall be invited from members for the vacancies which occur under the preceding Article and may be made at or before the annual general meeting.





 





46.  If at an annual general meeting the places of the retiring members of the Committee, or any of them are not filled, or if any vacancy occurs on the Committee otherwise than as hereinbefore provided for, the Committee shall have the power to fill the vacancies.





 





47.  Any member appointed by the Committee under Article 46 shall retire at the next following annual general meeting, but shall be eligible for election as a member of the Committee at such meeting and shall not be taken into account in determining the number of members of the Committee who are to retire by rotation at such meeting.





 





PROCEEDINGS OF THE COMMITTEE





 





48.  The Committee shall meet together for the despatch of business, adjourn and otherwise regulate its meetings, as it thinks fit. Questions arising at any meeting shall be decided by a majority of votes. In the case of an equality of votes the Chairman shall have a second or casting vote. A member of the Committee may, and the Secretary on the


requisition of a member shall, summon a meeting of the Committee. It shall not be necessary to give notice of a meeting of the Committee to any member for the time being absent from the Isle of Man.





 





49.  The quorum necessary for the transaction of the business of the Committee may be fixed by the Committee, and unless so fixed shall be four.





 





50.  The members for the time being of the Committee may act notwithstanding any vacancy in their number; provided always that in case the members of the Committee shall at any time be reduced in number to less than the quorum prescribed by or in accordance with these Articles, it shall be lawful for them to act as the Committee for the purpose of admitting persons to membership of the Society, filling vacancies in the Committee, or summoning a general meeting, but not for any other purpose.





 





51.  The Committee may delegate any of its powers to sub-committee consisting of such member or members of the Committee and other persons as they think fit; any sub-committee so formed shall in the exercise of the powers so delegated conform to any regulations that may be imposed on it by the Committee.





 





52.  A sub-committee may elect a chairman of its meetings; if no such chairman is elected, or if at any meeting the chairman is not present within five minutes after the time appointed for holding the same, the members present may choose one of their number to be Chairman of the meeting.





 





53.  A sub-committee may meet and adjourn as it thinks proper. Questions arising at any meeting shall be determined by a majority of votes of the members present, and in the case of an equality of votes, the chairman shall have a second or casting vote, provided that no resolution of any meeting of a sub-committee shall be of any validity or effect unless a majority of the members present at the meeting are members of the Society.





 





54.  All acts done by the Committee or by any sub-committee thereof shall, notwithstanding that it be afterwards discovered that there was some defect in the appointment of any member of the Committee or such sub-committee, or that such member was disqualified, be as valid as if every such person had been duly appointed and was qualified to be a member of the Committee or any sub-committee.





 





55.  A resolution in writing, signed by all the members of the Committee or any sub-committee for the time being entitled to receive notice of a meeting of the Committee or sub-committee shall be as valid and effectual as if it had been passed at meeting of the Committee or sub-committee.





 





SEAL





 





56.  The seal of the Society shall not be affixed to any


instrument except by the Authority of a resolution of the Committee and in the presence of at least two members of the Committee and of the Secretary or any other person appointed by the Committee for that purpose, and the said members and Secretary or such other person shall sign every instrument to which the seal shall be so affixed in their presence, and such signatures shall be conclusive evidence of the fact that the seal has been properly affixed.





 





AUTHENTICATION OF DOCITh(ENTS





 





57.  The Secretary or any person appointed by the Committee for the purpose shall have power to authenticate any documents affecting the constitution of the Society and any resolutions passed by the Society or the Committee, and any books, records, documents and accounts relating to the business of the Society, and to certify copies thereof or extracts therefrom as true copies or extracts.





 





58.  A document purporting to be a copy of a resolution of the Committee or any extract from the minutes of a meeting of the Committee which is certified as such in accordance with the provisions of the last preceding Article shall be conclusive evidence in favour of all persons dealing with the Society upon the faith thereof that such resolution has been duly passed or, as the case may be, that such extract is a true and accurate record of a duly constituted meeting of the Committee.





 





MINUTES AND BOOKS





 





59.  Any register, index, minute book, book of account or other books required by these Articles or the Acts to be kept by or on behalf of the Society may be kept either by making entries in bound books or by recording them in any other manner. In any case in which bound books are not used the Committee shall take adequate precautions for guarding against falsification and for facilitating its discovery.





 





NOTICES





 





60.  A notice may be given by the Society to any member either personally or by sending it by post to him at his Registered Address, or (if he has no Registered Address within the Isle of Man) to the address if any, within the Isle of Man supplied by him to the Society for the giving of notice to him. Where a notice is sent by post, service of the notice shall be deemed to be effected by properly addressing, prepaying and posting a letter containing the notice, and to have been effected in the case of a notice of a meeting at the expiration of twenty-four hours after the letter containing the same is posted and in any other case at the time at which the letter would be delivered in the ordinary course of post.





 





61.     Notice of every annual general meeting shall be given in the manner hereinbefore authorised to:­


(a)  every member except those members who (having no Registered Address within the Isle of Man) have not supplied to the Society an address for the giving of notices to them;





 





(b)  the members of the Committee for the time being;





 





(c)  the auditor or auditors for the time being of the Society.





 





No other person shall be entitled to receive notices of general meetings.

62.     Subject to the provisions of and so far as may be permitted by the Acts, every member of the Committee or other officer or auditor of the Society shall be indemnified out of the assets of the Society against any liability incurred by him in the execution and discharge of his duties or in relation thereto.





 





WINDING UP





 





63.  The Society shall be wound up voluntarily whenever a special resolution is passed that the Society be wound up. Any surplus arising in the event of a winding up shall be the property of the members.





 





LAYING OF ACCOUNTS





 





64.     Subject to the provisions contained in Section 2B of the Companies Act 1982, the Company shall be exempt from the requirements of the Act relating to the laying of accounts before general meetings of the Company to the extent permitted by Section 2A of the Companies Act 1982 and as it may be amended from time to time.





 





AUDIT EXEMPTION





 





65.  For so long as the Company is a Private Company and is an Audit Exempt Company (as defined in regulation 2(2) of the Companies (Exempt and Non-Resident Private Companies) (Audit Exemption) Regulations 1993) and subject to the provisions contained in regulation 4 of the said Regulations, the Company shall be exempt from the requirements of the Act relating to the audit of accounts of Companies to the extent permitted by those Regulations and as they may be amended from time to time.
